1. Purpose of the procurement
The purpose of the procurement is to establish an offer with the lowest price for preparation of input to the VASAB review "Development of Cities in the Baltic Sea Region".
2. Procurement subject and agreement
2.1. Procurement subject - Preparation of input to the VASAB review "Development of Cities in the Baltic Sea Region" according to the Technical specification (CPV code 73210000-7 (research consultancy services).
2.2. The procurement agreement implementation will be funded from VASAB (Vision and Strategies around the Baltic Sea) Secretariat funds.
2.3. Procurement agreement place of implementation: Riga, 19 Elizabetes Street.
2.4. The planned contractual price up to EUR 10.000 excluding VAT.
2.5. Where the submitted offers exceed the financial feasibility of the Commissioning party, the Commissioning party shall be entitled to refuse conclusion of the procurement agreement.
3. Offer submission 
3.1. The tenderers submit their Offers until the 30th of September 2015 13.00 to the State Regional Development Agency Administrative Department Records Division (1st floor to the right) at 19 Elizabetes Street, Riga, by submitting thereof in person or by post. The Offer shall be delivered to this address until the Offer submission deadline indicated in the Regulation.
3.2. Offers which have not been submitted according to a procedure specified in the procurement regulation, are not prepared in a manner that allows information included in the Offer to be available until the moment given in Item 3.1 or which are received after the given deadline for submission, are not reviewed and are returned to the submitter.
3.3. The Tenderer shall be entitled to recall its Offer until the end of the Offer submission deadline through personal appearance at the Offer storage place - the State Regional Development Agency, 19 Elizabetes Street, Riga. The recall of the Offer is unconditional and it excludes the Tenderer from further participation in the procurement. In case the Offer is amended, then the submission time of the Offer will be the moment the second Offer is submitted. 
3.4. After the deadline for submission of Offers has ended, the Tenderer may not amend its Offer.
3.5. The Offers submitted until the end of the Offer submission deadline are not returned, except for cases, where the Tenderer recalls or amends the Offer until the end of the Offer submission deadline.
3.6. The Offer shall be submitted for the whole volume of the procurement subject.
3.7. The Offer shall be submitted in one source copy.
3.8. The Tenderer shall not be entitled to submit offer versions.
4. Formatting of the Offer
4.1. Offers of the public procurement must be submitted in a closed envelope in person or in a registered mail, it shall have the following information: - the Tenderer name, registration number, address and contact information, as well as the following reference: Piedāvājums iepirkumam „VASAB pārskata “Baltijas jūras reģiona pilsētu attīstība” saturiskās informācijas sagatavošana” (ID Nr. VRAA/2015/72/VASAB/MI). Neatvērt līdz 2015. gada 30.septembrim plkst. 13.00”. 
4.2. The tender documents shall be bound together (laced through) so that the document pages cannot be separated. Pages of the Tenderer Offer shall be numbered. 
4.3. The documents included in the Offer must be clearly readable, without corrections. Where the corrections are made, these have to be approved with a signature of the authorised person.
4.4. The Offer shall be prepared in Latvian or in English. The documents attached to the Offer may be in another language, providing there is a Tenderer attested translation thereof in Latvian or in English. The Tenderer's attestation means that the translation has a notice "THE TRANSLATION IS CORRECT"; full title, signature and name, surname of the official authorised to sign the Offer; place and date. 
4.5. The Offer shall be signed by the representative of the Tenderer with rights of representation or a person authorised by such person. In case a Tenderer is an association of persons in any combination thereof, then the Offer shall be signed by a representative with rights of representation or authorised person of each person included in the association of persons.
4.6. Where the Offer is submitted by an association of persons in any combination thereof, then a person shall be indicated in the Offer, who represents the respective association of persons in the procurement procedure and is authorised to sign documents related with the procurement procedure.
4.7. All copies attached to the selection documents shall be attested by the Tenderer, having indicated on the copy in writing that the document copy is a true copy of the source document, signing the copy and writing the place and date of the attestation. 
4.8. The Offer consists of the following documents:
4.8.1. Application (Annex 1 to the Regulation);
4.8.2. Selection documents (in line with Item 6 of the Regulation);
4.8.3. Description of experience (in line with Annex 4 to the Regulation);
4.8.4. Technical Offer (Annex 6 to the Regulation);
4.8.5. Financial Offer (Annex 3 to the Regulation).
5. Selection Requirements of Tenderers 
5.1. The Tenderer is a research institute or research body (legal person or association of such persons, which complies with the requirements stated in the Regulation and who is not a subject to the limitations stipulated by Paragraph 82 Part Five Items 1, 2 and 3 of the Public Procurement Law for participation of the Tenderer in the procurement);
5.2. The Tenderer is registered in the register of research institutions, Enterprise Register (if applicable) or equivalent register in a foreign country (if applicable);
5.3. The requirements for fulfilment of the Tenderer professional activity and implementation of the procurement subject:
5.3.1. The Tendered over the past 3 (three) years (2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015 until the Offer submission date) has taken part in at least 2 (two) international projects, related with analysis of the territorial development in the Baltic Sea region countries, and where experience in the following fields has been required: obtaining and processing qualitative and quantitative data, preparation of maps in GIS, preparation of concise analytical reports on indicators and processes of territorial/regional development.
5.3.2. The Tenderer involves at least 3 (three) experts, complying to the following requirements of professional activity and experience:
5.3.2.1. senior expert with a PhD in Economics or Spatial/regional planning or Geography or other related fields.  
5.3.2.2. at least two experts with:
5.3.2.2.1. PhD in Economics or Spatial/regional planning or other related fields;
5.3.2.2.2. experience with GIS (geographic information system) and visualisation of territorial  development in the Baltic Sea region.
5.3.3. All experts attracted by the Tenderer must have excellent English skills (written and spoken), as experts altogether must have knowledge of at least two languages of the Baltic Sea region countries.  
6. The Tenderer must submit the following documents confirming qualification
6.1. The Tenderer's application on participation in the procurement (Annex 1 to the Regulation).
6.2. Experience description of the Tenderer (according to Annex 4 of the Regulation) over the period of the last 3 (three) years (2012, 2013, 2014 and 2015 until the Offer submission date), approving their compliance to Item 5.3.1 of the Regulation. 
6.3. List of experts involved by the Tenderer (according to Annex 5).
6.4. CVs of experts involved by the Tenderer (including information on the expert's experience according to Item 5.3.2.2.2 of the Regulation) and documents copies confirming expert`s education.
6.5. Authorisation of the Tenderer's representative (one legal person or association of legal persons) or a copy of legal persons' association company or cooperation agreement with name, surname, position of the Tenderer's representative and company name, in case the Tenderer is represented by an authorised person in the submitted Offer. 
6.6. An acknowledgement on joint participation in the procurement signed by each authorised person of the association of persons, where the offer is submitted by an association of persons.
6.7. In case of an association of persons, a written application has to be additionally submitted for each person who is included in the association of persons, according to Annex 1 to the Regulation.
7. Financial Offer
7.1. The Offer shall be expressed in Euro, the Financial Offer shall be submitted according to a form given in Annex 3 to the Regulation. 
7.2. The Offer price shall include costs for provision of the services according to the technical specification, taxes and duties, excluding VAT, as well as all other possible expenses related with the services to be provided.
8. Technical Offer
8.1. The Technical Offer shall be prepared according to the requirements given in the Technical Specification (Annex 2 to the Regulation) (form in Annex 6).
9. Assessment of Offers and Decision Making
9.1. Where the Offers submitted by the Tenderers fail to comply with the offer formatting requirements, the Procurement Commission shall resolve on further review of the Offer. Offers with formatting that does not provide legal force of the documents or contains other significant inconsistencies will be excluded from further assessment of the offers.
9.2. The Procurement Commission will assess the selection documents submitted by the Tenderers and compliance thereof to the selection requirements. The Tenderers who have not submitted the selection documents or where the contents thereof does not comply with the selection requirements shall be excluded from further assessment. 
9.3. The Procurement Commission shall assess compliance of the Technical Offer to the requirements of the technical specification. Offers that do not comply with the requirements of the Technical specification shall be excluded from further assessment.
9.4. The Procurement Commission shall assess compliance of the Financial Offer to the requirements of the financial offer preparation. The Procurement commission selects from the complying Offers the one with the lowest price.
9.5. To verify that the Tenderer shall not be excluded from participation in the procurement due to the reasons stipulated by Paragraph 82 Part Five Items 1, 2 and 3 of the Public Procurement Law, the Commissioning party:
9.5.1.   obtains the following information regarding each Tenderer (regardless its country of registration or residence) through the information system stated by the Cabinet of Ministers, according to a procedure stated by the Cabinet of Ministers:
a) on facts indicated in the Public Procurement Law Paragraph 82 Part Five Item 1 - from the Enterprise Register,
b) on fact indicated in the Public Procurement Law Paragraph 82 Part Five Item 2 - from the State Revenue Service and Municipalities of Latvia. The Commissioning party shall be entitled to receive the said information from the State Revenue Service and Municipalities of Latvia, without having requested a permit from the person mentioned in the Public Procurement Law Paragraph 82 Part Five Item 3.
9.5.2.  regarding a Tenderer registered or permanently residing in a foreign country and a person mentioned under the Public Procurement Law Paragraph 82 Part Five Item 3, a reference from the respective foreign competent institution is requested, stating that cases indicated in part five of this Paragraph does not apply to this Tenderer. The deadline for submission of references is specified by the Commissioning party not shorter than 10 working days after the request is issued or dispatched. Where the respective Tenderer fails to submit the said reference within the deadline, the Commissioning party excluded this Tenderer from participation in the procurement.
9.6.  Depending on the results of the verification stated in Item 9.5 of the Regulation, the Commissioning party:
9.6.1.  does not exclude the Tenderer from participation in the procurement, if it establishes that, according to information available in the information system specified by the Cabinet of Ministers, the Tenderer and the person said in the Public Procurement Law Paragraph 82 Part Five Item 3 have no tax debts, including debts of the mandatory instalments to the state social insurance, exceeding in total EUR 150;
9.6.2. informs the Tenderer that according to information given in the State Revenue Service public tax debtor's database on the date of last update it is established that the Tenderer and the person said in the Public Procurement Law of Paragraph 82 Part Five Item 3 on the date when an announcement of the planned agreement is published on the web-page of the Procurement Monitoring Bureau, or on the date when the Procurement Commission has adopted a resolution on initiation of the procurement, in case regarding the procurement no announcement of the planned agreement shall be published, or on a date when a resolution is made on possible assignation of agreement conclusion rights, there are tax debts of the Tenderer, including debts of the mandatory instalments to the state social insurance, exceeding in total EUR 150, and states the deadline - 10 days after issue or dispatch of information - for submission of an approval. In order to approve that the Tenderer or the person said in the Public Procurement Law 82 Paragraph Part Five Item 3 had no tax debts, including debts of the mandatory instalments to the state social insurance, exceeding in total EUR 150, submits a print-out from the State Revenue Service Electronic declaration system, which is approved by the respective person or its representative, that the respective person had no tax debts, including debts of the mandatory instalments to the state social insurance, exceeding in total EUR 150. Where the said approval is not submitted within the said deadline, the Commissioning party excludes the Tenderer from participation in the procurement.
9.7.   The Procurement Commission informs all Tenderers on the Tenderer selected in the procurement, with whom a procurement agreement will be signed with, within 3 (three) business days after the decision is made.
9.8. Where the Tenderer, who is assigned with the right to conclude the procurement agreement, refuses to conclude the agreement, then the Procurement Commission assigns the rights to conclude the procurement agreement to the next Tenderer, who has submitted the Regulation complying offer with the second lowest price.
10. Procurement Commission
10.1 General information: 
10.1.1 Functions, rights and responsibilities of the Procurement Commission are stipulated in the regulatory enactments and the present Regulation.
10.1.2 Meetings of the Procurement Commission are recorded in the minutes. The minutes are signed by all participating commission members.
10.1.3 The Procurement Commission may invite experts for its work.
10.1.4 The Procurement Commission is entitled to make decisions if at least 2/3 of the Commission members participate in a meeting.
10.1.5 The Procurement Commission work is led by the chairman. 
10.1.6 A reasoned resolution to conclude the procurement agreement or terminate the procurement, without having selected any of the offers, the Commission makes through voting.
10.2 Rights of the Commission:
10.2.1. To request additional information from the Tenderer;
10.2.2. To invite an expert with advisory rights;
10.2.3. To resolve on further review of an offer, where the Offer is not formatted according to the Regulation requirements;
10.2.4. To correct arithmetical errors in the Financial Offer;
10.2.5. To refuse the Offer in case it is established that an offer that does not comply with the Regulation requirements has been submitted or the submitted information is not complete or true;
10.2.6. To make a decision on conclusion of the agreement, a decision on conclusion or termination of the procurement.
10.3. Responsibilities of the Commission:
10.3.1. To ensure course and documenting of the procurement;
10.3.2. To ensure equal and fair attitude towards Tenderers;
10.3.3. To reply to written questions of the interested persons;
10.3.4. To assess the Tenderers and their submitted offers according to the Public Procurement Law, other regulatory enactments and the Regulation;
10.3.5. Within three working days after the decision on the procurement results is adopted, to inform the Tenderers thereof.
11. Tenderers
11.1. The procurement Tenderer may be a person who is a private or legal person or an association of such persons in any combination, who:
11.1.1. has agreed to the Regulation terms and has submitted an offer within the deadline and procedure stated in the Regulation;
11.1.2. complies with the procurement terms.
11.2. Participation in the procurement is a display of the Tenderer's free will. Through submission of ones offer to the procurement the Tenderer fully accepts and is ready to fulfil all requirements, terms and regulations given in the Regulation and regulatory enactments.
11.3. The Tenderer is aware that any condition included in the Offer that contradicts the Regulation or does not comply with the requirements may be a reason for rejection of the Offer, as well as that only information included in the Offer will be used for assessment of offers.
11.4. Responsibilities of the Tenderer:
11.4.1. If the Offer is sent by post, then the Tenderer is responsible for timely dispatch of the Offer to ensure receipt of the Offer by the State Regional Development Agency until the deadline stated in Item 3.1 of the Regulation.
11.4.2. To submit answers and explanation on the Offer to questions asked by the Commission in writing and within the term specified by the Commission;
11.4.3. To observe all terms of the Regulation along with submission of the Offer.

for the procurement

Context of the procurement:

The VASAB Long Term Perspective for the Territorial Development of the Baltic Sea region
 (hereinafter - LTP) concentrates on issues which require transnational solutions such as urban networking and urban-rural cooperation, improving external and internal accessibility and maritime spatial planning. It also calls to overcome territorial disparities and socio-economic divides between parts of the Baltic Sea Region (hereinafter – BSR). 

Ministers Responsible for Spatial Planning and Development of the BSR in the Tallinn Declaration, adopted at the 8th VASAB Conference of Ministers Responsible for Spatial Planning and Development of the BSR in Tallinn on 26 September 2014, recognised the achievements of the Member States and the Committee on Spatial Planning and Development of the BSR (hereinafter – VASAB CSPD/BSR) in implementing the VASAB LTP and tackling the important challenges pointed out in the VASAB Vilnius Declaration such as promoting accessibility and connectivity in the Region, urban networking and urban-rural cooperation, developing a territorial monitoring system for the Region, supporting joint capacity building in maritime spatial planning, and initiating joint actions and transnational co-operation projects, all of which contribute to the solving of respective territorial development issues in the BSR.

Among various main challenges for spatial planning and development co-operation in the BSR regarding territorial development, the Ministers pointed out that “Over the last decade there have been changes in the trends influencing territorial and regional development in the BSR. The former economic divide in the Region has become more complex, where social differences play a more important role. The capital cities and other large urban regions in the eastern part of the Baltic Sea Region are catching up with other regions in the western part in terms of economic wealth. The polarisation between urban and rural areas has increased in many of the BSR countries.” They also underlined that “A new approach to regional development is needed that recognises both the importance of metropolitan areas and large urban regions as drivers of growth and innovation and the potential of other types of regions.” 

The Ministers stated that “Countries are witnessing a growing development gap between metropolitan areas and other regions. Smaller urban areas and rural areas could contribute significantly to aggregate growth by developing appropriate strategies, at both national and international levels. Urban development should contribute to the resilience and competitiveness of regions and countries.

Many regions face the challenge of planning under conditions of declining populations, while, at the same time, trying to promote better living conditions and quality of life. Flexible solutions are needed to promote development alternatives.”

Based on the specified challenges, the Ministers instructed the VASAB CSPD/BSR to observe the territorial development processes in the BSR, using the monitoring system developed by the ESPON Baltic Sea Region Territorial Monitoring System (BSR-TeMo) project and to report the findings to the Ministers and relevant stakeholders. 

The Tentative Action Plan for Implementation of VASAB Tallinn Declaration 2015 - 2019 PLUS gives the task to the VASAB CSPD/BSR and Secretariat regularly produce information about territorial evidence on territorial structures and development trends of the BSR to be distributed to national level officials, stakeholders and EU Strategy for the Baltic Sea Region  actors by preparing an annual leaflet. The 69th meeting of the VASAB CSPD/BSR agreed that the theme of the first VASAB annual publication on BSR territorial development would be “Development of Cities in the Baltic Sea Region”. 

Description of the Task
The Contractor shall prepare an input to the VASAB review “Development of Cities in the Baltic Sea Region” that includes analytical text at least ca 9650 characters in Microsoft Word programme and at least five maps presenting dynamics from year 2005  till year 2013  or 2014 – if data available. The input shall be prepared on a basis of the ESPON BSR -TeMo and ESPON Upholding of the Baltic Sea Region Territorial Monitoring System (Up TeMo) projects data and results, information about which is available on the websites: http://bsr.espon.eu/opencms/opencms; http://www.espon.eu/main/Menu_Projects/Menu_ScientificPlatform/bsr-temo.html; http://www.brrg.de/projectlist.php?pId=71&dId=370&action=pDetail&language=en&list=recent
In order to ensure complementarity and usage of as new as possible data, other relevant sources should be used as well.
Criteria for cities to be included for the preparation of the input: Cities with the urban centre of at least 100 000 inhabitants (‘greater cities’ according to the definition of the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development (OECD) and the European Commission), but if the information available – cities with the urban centre of at least 50 000 inhabitants.

The following indicator based themes shall be analysed and presented: 
· Total population change 

· Economic performance and change; indicators: GDP per capita and unemployment rate 

· Competitive and innovative cities; indicators: tertiary education, employment in technology & knowledge – intensive sectors 

· Accessibility/urban connectivity - multimodal, by road, by rail, by air

· Social inclusion & quality of life; indicator: at – risk- of- poverty- rate 
Requirements for the input preparation:

· The same time series for all indicators shall be used as much as possible and consequential illustrative maps prepared; the “extended time frame” can be applied if longer data update cycles available.  

· The newest data shall be used for the most recent years indicators and subsequent analysis carried out. 

· Geographically the entire BSR, including EU as well as the relevant parts of non EU-member states, shall be covered. For the concrete geographical delimitation see footnote
.

· VASAB Secretariat reserves the right, in its sole discretion, to adjust and edit the text of the submitted input according to the needs of the preparation of the annual review as well as use of the text and maps for dissemination, outreaching and presentation purposes for the VASAB stakeholders and other relevant target audience and fora. 

· VASAB Secretariat will ensure an appropriate reference to the input delivered by the contractor in case the input is used as a basis for preparation of further materials – reports, presentations etc.   
Deliveries:

· The Contractor has to prepare the input (text and maps) to the VASAB review “Development of Cities in the Baltic Sea Region.” The input shall be prepared in English by using popular science writing. It should be considered that the target audience of the review is different stakeholders interested in the BSR territorial development evidence and trends. 

· The text shall be submitted in Microsoft Word programme format and maps – in pdf., png. or jpg formats as well as in open vector file format (for example .ai; .IDD), i.e., in the formats applicable for publication. 

· First Draft of the input (including proposal of the maps) shall be submitted to the Agency in a month as from signing the agreement.

· Final input shall be submitted to the Agency in two weeks after receiving the Agency comments on the First Draft of the input.
